Terrier volleyball
Under the direction of Head Coach Ellen Dempsey, the
Hiram College volleyball program has quickly ascended
into the upper echelon of the tradition-rich North Coast
Athletic Conference. In each of the past eight seasons,
Hiram has advanced to the North Coast Athletic
Conference Championships.

Coach Dempsey
Hiram head coach Ellen Dempsey brings more than 28 years
of coaching experience to the Hiram College volleyball
camps & clinics.

In each of her nine seasons at Hiram, the Terriers have
eclipsed the school record for victories, advanced to the
championship match of the North Coast Athletic
Conference Tournament, and earned Coach Dempsey
NCAC Coach of the Year honors four times. (2001,
2003, 2005, 2009)

Additionally, 26 Terriers have earned post-season honors,
including six All-Great Lakes Region honorees and three
honorable mention Division III All-Americans.

Prior to coming to Hiram, Dempsey spent six successful 
seasons at Division I Ohio University, winning a school-
record 86 matches from 1994-99. She also previously
served as an assistant coach at the University of Maryland,
where she helped guide the Terrapins to their first Atlantic
Coast Conference Championship and NCAA Tournament
appearance.
